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Required Documentation
Documentation can consists of the following:
1. Personal Identification
· Government-issued photo ID (e.g., driver’s license, passport, state ID)
· Social Security card (or documentation of SSN)
· Birth certificate (if applicable)
· Proof of Selective Service registration
2. Financial Documents
· Income Verification:
· Federal tax returns (student and/or parent, typically last 1–2 years)
· W-2 forms or 1099 forms
· Pay stubs (recent, typically 2–3 months)
· Proof of untaxed income (e.g., Social Security benefits, child support, unemployment)
· Bank Statements:
· Recent checking and savings account statements
· Investment account statements (if requested)
· Other Financial Aid Information:
· Award letters from other scholarships, grants, or loans
· Documentation of any existing education loans
· Proof of payment made to lender
3. Educational Documents
· Current transcripts or proof of enrollment
· Proof of admission for upcoming term (acceptance letter)
· Graduation or GED certificate (if applicable)
4. Residency/Eligibility Documents
· Proof of Maryland residency (e.g., utility bill, lease agreement, Maryland driver’s license)
· Citizenship or eligible non-citizen documentation (passport, green card, etc.)
· Any documentation supporting special circumstances (e.g., foster care, homelessness, refugee status)
5. Program-Specific or Scholarship-Specific Documentation
· Application forms (e.g., Workforce Shortage Student Assistance Grant, Conroy Student Grant, Cryor Memorial Scholarship)
· Letters of recommendation or reference (if required)
· Essays or personal statements (if part of the application)
· Any additional documents required per statute, COMAR regulations, or program-specific rules
6. Technical Preparedness
· Stable internet connection and computer/tablet with camera/microphone
· Access to email and any required online portals (e.g., MHEC MDCAPS account)
· PDF or digital copies of all documents ready to upload
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
