Maryland public senior higher education institution that possesses a certificate of
approval from the Commission and has a department, school, or college of education,

or

Maryland private non-profit institution of higher education that possesses a certificate of
approval from the Commission, has a department, school, or college of education, and
agrees to provide a matching grant to an undergraduate or graduate student who
receives a Teaching Fellows of Maryland scholarship.
