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This publication contains the statewide responses to the follow-up surveys of 2005 Maryland community college graduates and their
employers conducted jointly by the public two-year institutions and the Maryland Higher Education Commission.

Survey of Graduates

A questionnaire was administered in spring 2006 to all 10, 567 individuals who earned an associate degree or certificate from a
Maryland community college during the 2004-2005 academic year. Nearly all colleges made follow-up contacts to graduates who did
not respond to the initial mailing. Responses were received from 2,952 graduates for a return rate of 30 percent. The report includes
tables displaying a frequency distribution for all of the questionnaire items as well as descriptive information about the graduates
provided by the colleges. There also are selected tabulations by campus, major program, gender, and race. The race breakdowns are
for minorities and non minorities. Minorities include African Americans, Asian Americans, Hispanics and Native Americans; non
minorities include whites, foreign students and those designating “other” races. The employment items contain only the responses of
graduates who indicated being employed full-time.

Survey of Employvers

Participants in the follow-up survey of graduates who majored in career fields were asked to provide contact information for their
employers for the purpose of polling firms and organizations about the preparation of students for employment. Questionnaires were
mailed in summer and fall 2006 to the 496 employers identified by graduates. Responses were received by 241 for a participation rate
of 49 percent. The document contains tables showing a frequency distribution for each of the survey items as well as analyses by the
graduates’ college and academic major.
