Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Chair MacFarlane at approximately 1:04 p.m. Ten of the

twelve Commission members were present when the meeting was called to order.
(Commissioner Seurkamp joined the meeting at 1:45 p.m.)

Approval of Minutes — Action Item

There was a motion by Commissioner Jackson and a second by Commissioner McDaniels for
approval of the April 21, 2020 and April 28, 2020 meeting minutes. The motion was approved

unanimously by the 10 members present at that time.

Chair’s Remarks




Chair MacFarlane reflected on current events and commented that the pandemic and anti-
discrimination protests must inform their work and the decisions made, which impact college
students and the field of higher education. He also encouraged Commissioners, if they have not
already done so, to volunteer for one of the 2021-2025 Maryland State Plan for Higher Education
writing groups (Access, Success & Innovation). In particular, there are currently no
Commissioners serving on the Innovation writing group. Additionally, he mentioned that
Commissioner Mitchell recently stepped up to head the Finance and Operations Committee.

Secretary’s Remarks

Chair MacFarlane recognized Secretary Fielder who thanked the Commissioners for their
service, support and flexibility during these challenging times. He remarked that revenues in the
state and for institutions were down. However, the innovation seen during the last 60 days was
remarkable in terms of the pace at which students and institutions have had to pivot from the
traditional modes of learning to distance education. Secretary Fielder also reported that the
Higher Education COVID-19 Advisory Group was formed, consisting of the various segments of
higher education and several related state agencies, to discuss reopening campuses and resuming
operations this summer and fall. Many useful topics of discussion have been brought up at these
weekly meetings.

Commissioner Committee Updates

Finance and Operations Committee: Commissioner Mitchell remarked that her Committee
had two openings. Assistant Secretary for Finance and Administration Geoff Newman provided
an update, reporting that there were currently 6 vacancies in the agency (for which he needs
permission to fill) and, due to decreased state revenues, they have had to reduce their
expenditures.

Program Review Committee: Commissioner Yaeger reported that Commissioners Barrolle
and Boyd were currently serving on his Committee. They have not met recently.
Commissioner Yaeger remarked that the current social and economic climate will influence
them to think differently about what enables student success.

Outreach, Grants, and Financial Assistance: Commissioner Jackson reported that
Commissioner Troutman and the former Commissioner Jimenez were on her Committee. Their
last meeting, including several staff members, was in February. Commissioner Jackson
remarked that their focus, in light of current events, will be how to enhance outreach efforts,
particularly among vulnerable and disadvantaged populations.

Office of Student Financial Assistance — Final Approval of COMAR Regulation Changes —
Richard W. Collins III Leadership with Honor Scholarship Program — Action Item

Chair MacFarlane recognized Ms. Donna Thomas (MHEC’s Director of the Office of Student
Financial Assistance) who reported that on December 4, 2019, the Commission approved for
publication in the Maryland Register amendments to regulations for the Richard W. Collins III
Leadership with Honor Scholarship Program. The regulations were published in the Maryland



Register on January 31, 2020. The public comment period for the regulations ended on March 2,
2020, and no public comments were received. The proposed regulations are ready for the
Commission’s final adoption.

Ms. Thomas recommended that the Commission approves for final adoption the proposed
changes to the regulations for the Richard W. Collins III Leadership with Honor Scholarship
Program, which were published in the Maryland Register on January 31, 2020. Commissioner
Mitchell made a motion for approval and Commissioner Yaeger seconded the motion. The
motion was approved unanimously.

Office of Student Financial Assistance — Final Approval of COMAR New Program
Regulations — Near Completer Grant — Action Item

Chair MacFarlane recognized Ms. Thomas who reported that, on December 4, 2019, the
Commission approved for publication in the Maryland Register new program regulations for the
Near Completer Grant. The regulations were published in the Maryland Register on January 31,
2020. The public comment period for the regulations ended on March 2, 2020, and no public
comments were received. The proposed regulations are ready for the Commission’s final
adoption.

Ms. Thomas recommended that the Commission approves for final adoption the proposed
regulations for the Near Completer Grant, which were published in the Maryland Register on
January 31, 2020. Commissioner Mitchell made a motion for approval and Commissioner
Boyd seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

Office of Student Financial Assistance — Final Approval of COMAR Regulation Changes —
Charles W. Riley Firefighter and Ambulance and Rescue Squad Member Scholarship —
Action Item

Chair MacFarlane recognized Ms. Thomas who reported that, on December 4, 2019, the
Commission approved for publication in the Maryland Register amendments to regulations for
the Charles W. Riley Firefighter and Ambulance and Rescue Squad Member Scholarship. The
regulations were published in the Maryland Register on January 31, 2020. The public comment
period for the regulations ended on March 2, 2020, and no public comments were received. The
proposed regulations are ready for the Commission’s final adoption.

Ms. Thomas recommended that the Commission approves for final adoption the proposed
regulations for the Charles W. Riley Firefighter and Ambulance and Rescue Squad Member
Scholarship, which were published in the Maryland Register on January 31, 2020.
Commissioner Boyd made a motion for approval and Commissioner Yaeger seconded the
motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

Department of Academic Affairs — Final Approval of COMAR Regulation Changes —
Associate of Arts in Teaching (A.A.T.) — Action Item




Chair MacFarlane recognized Dr. Emily Dow (MHEC’s Assistant Secretary for Academic
Affairs) who reported that, on January 22, 2020, the Commission approved for publication in the
Maryland Register amendments to regulations for the Associate of Arts in Teaching (A.A.T.).
The regulations were published in the Maryland Register on April 10, 2020. The public
comment period for the regulations ended on May 11, 2020, and no public comments were
received. The proposed regulations are ready for the Commission’s final adoption.

Dr. Dow recommended that the Commission approves for final adoption the proposed changes to
regulations for the A.A.T., which were published in the Maryland Register on April 10, 2020.
Commissioner Coleman made a motion for approval and Commissioner Mitchell seconded the
motion. The motion was approved unanimously.

Department of Academic Affairs — Student Advisory Council — Maryvland Income Tax
Proposed Resolutions — Information Item

Chair MacFarlane recognized Dr. Dow who explained that the Student Advisory Council
drafted a memo which provided recommendations regarding how educational expenses are taxed
in the State of Maryland. There is currently a discrepancy between how educational expenses
are taxed at the federal level and how they are taxed in Maryland. At the federal level, students
may deduct their tuition and fees (up to $4,000) when filing their income tax returns. However,
when filing their state returns, students must add that same amount back as taxable income on
their tax returns. The first recommendation is for the Commission to advocate for Maryland
higher education students to cease being taxed on income that was applied toward tuition and
educational expenses in Maryland. The second recommendation is for the Commission to
increase awareness of the CASH Campaign of Maryland as a resource to college students prior
to and during the tax season.

Commissioner Hasan asked if the first recommendation would require a legislative change. Dr.
Dow replied that it would. Commissioner Boyd requested that the phrase “wage record during
the fall 2017 term” in the first paragraph of the memo be made clearer in meaning in a future
revision. Chair MacFarlane asked if the Comptroller was aware of these concerns. Dr. Dow
answered that this matter had not been brought to the attention of the Comptroller and that she
would address the issue with his Office.

Office of Research and Policy Analysis — Enrollment Projections — Maryland Public
Colleges and Universities — Action Item

Chair MacFarlane recognized Dr. Barbara Schmertz (MHEC’s Director of the Office of
Research and Policy Analysis) who provided an overview of the enrollment projections for
Maryland public colleges and universities through Fall 2029. These projections provide
perspective to higher education policy discussions at the state level, including facilities planning,
tuition and fees issues, articulation, funding priorities, and retention and graduation rates.
However, the projections do not take into account the impact of COVID-19 on the enrollment of
new and returning students. The data used were collected between December 2019 and February
2020 and reflect projected and actual data that, similarly, would not incorporate the effects of
COVID-19. Fortunately, MHEC’s consultants will be able to revisit these projections in



November or December of this year, once enrollment data is received from the institutions. The
Commission will be updated at that time regarding actual enrollment. Dr. Schmertz gave a few
highlights from the report, including the total headcount credit enrollment at Maryland public
institutions, which is projected to be 314,570 in Fall 2020, an increase of 7% (19,792 students)
over Fall 2019 actual enrollment.

Dr. Schmertz recommended that the Maryland Higher Education Commission accept the 2020-
2029 enrollment projections and approve their distribution to the public, the campuses, and
interested state agencies. Commissioner Boyd made a motion for approval and Commissioner
Hasan seconded the motion. Commissioner Hasan asked about recent numbers of Maryland
high school graduates. He expressed concern about the large number of Maryland high school
students leaving the state to attend college elsewhere, citing the figure of 65% which he had seen
published by the National Center for Education Statistics. Dr. Schmertz replied that the
enrollment projections do not only include high school students, but other non-traditional
students as well. She quoted the figure of 27% (percent of postsecondary initial enrollment out-
of-state) from the Maryland Longitudinal Data System (MLDS). They will continue the
discussion by e-mail once Dr. Schmertz gathers more information.

Commissioner McDaniels expressed concern about the enrollment projections not factoring in
the impact of COVID-19 and asked if distribution of the report could be delayed. Dr. Schmertz
responded that MHEC is mandated to provide enrollment projections, which are tied to budget
and fiscal issues. Mr. Newman agreed and remarked that institutions rely on the projections as
they prepare their annual budget requests for their capital projects. It was decided that the report
would be revised to include a note that the projections do not take into consideration the effect of
COVID-19 on enrollment. The vote was taken with 10 Commissioners (including
Commissioner Seurkamp who joined the meeting during the previous agenda item at
approximately 1:45 p.m.) voting in favor of accepting the report and Commissioner McDaniels
voting against.

Office of Research and Policy Analysis — 2019 Performance Accountability Report — Action
Item

Chair MacFarlane recognized Dr. Schmertz who stated that the Maryland Higher Education
Commission produces the Performance Accountability Report to fulfill a statutory requirement
for accountability on the part of Maryland’s public colleges and universities. She reviewed the
findings based on 3 questions:

o s the State on track to meet its 55% degree attainment goal by 2025?

Trends in enrollment, retention, transfer, and completion data provide a strong indication
that the State is on track to meet its 55% attainment goal by 2025.

e Are educational disparities among underrepresented racial and ethnic groups shrinking?
A persistent gap does exist in retention, transfer, and graduation rates when comparing
African American students to other student populations. There is some evidence that
institutional efforts may be shrinking these gaps, but more needs to be done to ensure all
students have equitable opportunities to meet their academic goals.



e Are Maryland’s public colleges and universities affordable and are students graduating
with less debt?
Overall, Maryland’s colleges and universities are maintaining modest rates of tuition and
fee increases and are trying to keep net prices lower for those students who are from
lower-income families. Most undergraduates earning an award at Maryland’s public
colleges and universities have low to modest student debt upon completion, and almost
half, in any given year, are funding their education without financial aid or loans.

Key takeaways include: overall retention and graduation rates mask the differences by race and
ethnicity; improvements exist within student groups, but gaps are growing among student
groups; and shrinking gaps may be a result of targeted efforts by institutions.

Dr. Schmertz recommended that the Maryland Higher Education Commission approve the 2019
Performance Accountability Report and ask the Secretary to forward it to the Governor and the
General Assembly as required by law. Commissioner Coleman made a motion for approval
and Commissioner Boyd seconded the motion. Clarifying questions were asked about the data.
The motion passed unanimously.
